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Warren Barn Camping Barn

Warren Barn is a converted linhay and threshing barn located in the
grounds of Cockington Country Park close to Torquay. The centre and
park is managed by Torbay Coast and Countryside Trust, a charity
which looks after 1800 acres of land across Torbay in South Devon.

The barn lies in a secluded wooded valley, close to Cockington Village,
surrounded by 450 acres of country park, which makes it the ideal base
for coastal and countryside residential visits.

Thanks to a Lottery grant the barn was converted into a residential
centre for school and community groups during 2007. As a Camping
Barn it includes a large communal kitchen and dining area downstairs
with wood burner, modern toilets and showers and separate male and
female dormitory accommodation upstairs (Currently unheated but we
plan to install heating winter 2009).

The Barn sleeps up to 36 in 2 dorms and has two staff bedrooms, one
of which is downstairs and doubles as a disabled bedroom with an
attached toilet/shower. The ground floor is wheelchair friendly but the
upstairs is not fully accessible due to the nature of the building.

Cockington is a traditional 450 acre country estate, complete with
manor house, church, formal gardens, village, water-wheel, woodlands,
orchards, meadows and pasture. It is famous for its well kept thatched
cottages and pleasant environment right on the edge of Torquay and
only minutes from the sea-front. It's a landscape full of surprises and
views over Torbay, with wildlife and history to match.

The centre has a fully equipped kitchen and provisions can be bought
from the Trust’'s nearby Farm Shop at Occombe Farm. In addition we
can supply pre-cooked meals from the farm for groups staying at the
Barn

Warren Barn Activity Packages

We offer packages for groups running from Monday to Friday (4 nights) or Friday to Sunday (2 nights). The
pre-planned package options include 6 activity sessions organised and led by Trust staff, including one
evening session. On the 4 night package one day is left free for self-led visits or activities.

Our education rangers have extensive experience running our wide range of exciting environmental
education activities at many of our beautiful sites across Torbay. All our activities are fully risk assessed and
conform to the guidance set out by Torbay and Devon LEAs. Most activities are half a day and last 2 to 3
hours. Many activities can be linked to the national curriculum if required. We are able to tailor activities to
Key Stages 2, 3 or 4 within certain restraints such as weather, season, tide times and staffing availability.

They will also
take photos to build up a record of their week’s experience and upload these to a website which can be
viewed back in school.

Options for the self led day

The pre-arranged packages include a self-led day for which there are a number of options:

1. Coastal or inland walk
There are a number of potential Coastal or inland walks possible either starting from the barn or
walking back to it. The barn lies on the Musgrave Trail which runs for 35 miles from Maidencombe to
Cockington to Totnes to Dittisham on the Dart ending in Brixham. There are various sections or loops
that can be done. E.g. a group could walk from the barn to Totnes via Berry Pomeroy Castle and get a
public bus back or a hired coach. A walk of about 6 miles. Similarly a group could walk from the barn
onto the coastal footpath heading towards Torquay or Paignton. Walks could be combined with
navigation activities such as planning a route etc.

Berry Pomeroy Castle
Tucked away in a steep wooded valley, Berry Pomeroy Castle is the perfect romantic ruin. Within the
15th-century defences of the Pomeroy family castle is the dramatic ruined shell of its successor, the
great Elizabethan mansion of the Seymours. Begun in ¢. 1560 and ambitiously enlarged from c. 1600,
their mansion was intended to become the most spectacular house in Devon. Never completed, and
abandoned by 1700 it became the focus of blood-curdling ghost stories, recounted in the audio tour.
